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Programa de Turma | Class Description
O presente curso trata de Charles Baudelaire e do seu legado logo apds sua vida, bem como do
desenvolvimento da poesia lirica no século XX. Através da leitura aprofundada das suas duas obras
poéticas, Les Fleurs du Mal e Le Spleen de Paris, exploraremos a paisagem da lirica europeia na era
pds-romantica e analisaremos a formagdao de uma consciéncia poética moderna. Durante o
semestre, abordaremos também a produgdo em prosa de Baudelaire, nomeadamente os Salons, De
I’essence du rire e Les Paradis artificiels (entre outros). Estes textos em particular constituirdo o
trampolim ideal para uma avaliagdo abrangente da influéncia de Baudelaire na evolugdo do gosto e
da sensibilidade em campos como a critica de arte e musica, a anadlise social e antropoldgica. Este
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aspecto da relevancia de Baudelaire para a histdria do pensamento do século XX sera analisado
através de leituras adicionais para os doutorandos. Nesta selecdo encontraremos textos de Walter
Benjamin, Jean-Paul Sartre, Paul de Man e Georges Poulet.

The present course revolves around Charles Baudelaire and his legacy in the immediate aftermath of
his life as well as for the development of lyric poetry in the 20th-century. Through the in-depth
analysis of his two collections, Les Fleurs du Mal and Le Spleen de Paris, we will navigate the complex
landscape of the European lyric in the post-romantic era and tackle the formation of a modern poetic
consciousness. During the semester, we will also consider Baudelaire’s prose production, namely the
Salons, De I'essence du rire, and Les Paradis artificiels (among others). These texts in particular will
constitute the ideal springboard for a comprehensive assessment of Baudelaire’s influence on the
evolution of taste and sensibility in such fields as art and music criticism, social and anthropological
analysis. This aspect of Baudelaire’s relevance for 20th-century history of thought will also be
analyzed through additional readings for doctoral students. Among these, there will be texts by
Walter Benjamin, Jean-Paul Sartre, Paul de Man, and Georges Poulet.

Avaliacdo | Grading and Assessment
A avaliacdo dos alunos sera baseada nas seguintes componentes: frequéncia as aulas e participacdo
na discussdo em aula; apresentacGes orais durante as aulas sobre leituras complementares
(obrigatdrias para os estudantes de doutoramento); trabalho argumentativo final. A distribuicao
exata das notas estara disponivel no programa finalizado.

Students will be graded based on the following components: course attendance and participation in
the class discussion; oral presentations in class on additional readings (all mandatory for doctoral
students); final argumentative paper. The exact grade breakdown will be available in the finalized
syllabus.
