Avaliagao | Grading and Assessment

O Seminario assenta em aulas expositivo-praticas, privilegiando a participacdo oral, voluntdria e
criticamente construtiva dos doutorandos e esperando-se que contribuam para a dindmica das aulas
através da partilha das suas experiéncias e praticas de actividade cientifica. As discussdes orais,
propostas e orientadas pela docente, terdo por base os textos de leitura obrigatéria, sendo, portanto,
necessarias a leitura e a preparacao prévias dos textos, disponibilizados através da plataforma e-
learning. Prevé-se a realizacdo, no ambito do Seminario, de mesas-redondas, com oradores
convidados, focadas na discussdo de temas com relevancia para a consolidacado do perfil académico
e cientifico dos doutorandos.

A avaliagao terd por base elementos que permitam a avaliagdo continua dos doutorandos:

— Assiduidade, participacdo nas actividades de aula e intervencdo oral regular (voluntaria e
construtiva);

— Bibliografia de apoio ao trabalho escrito final;

— Recensdo sobre obra relevante no ambito do projecto de tese de doutoramento (800 a 1.200
palavras);

— Apresentacgdo oral do trabalho final (sob a forma de comunicagédo ou de poster cientifico);

— Ensaio final sobre tépico de investigagdo decorrente do projecto de doutoramento em curso (max.
6.500 palavras).

The Seminar is structured around expository and practical classes. Students’ oral participation, both
voluntary and critically constructive, is welcomed and highly regarded. Students are expected to
contribute to a dynamic classroom environment by drawing on their own experiences and scientific
practices. Oral discussions will be proposed and guided by the lecturer based on compulsory reading
materials. Students are thus expected to read and prepare the texts in advance. Readings will be
provided by the lecturer at the beginning of the semester via the e-learning platform. The Seminar is
expected to host roundtables with invited speakers to discuss topics relevant to consolidating
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students’ academic and scientific profiles.

The assessment will be based on criteria that enable students’ continuous evaluation:

— Attendance, active engagement in in-class activities, and oral participation (voluntary and
constructive);

— A bibliography supporting the final essay;

— A review article of a book (800 to 1,200 words) relevant to the PhD project;

— Presentation of the essay (either as a paper presentation or as a scientific poster);

— Final essay on a research topic relating to the PhD thesis (max. 6,500 words).
