Avaliagao | Grading and Assessment

Ensino assente numa tipologia de Seminario, onde se procura uma exposicao clara e objetiva de casos
de estudo. Estimula-se o debate, com a participacdo critica dos alunos.

A acompanhar a perspetiva conceptual, sdo referidos exemplos praticos resultantes dos estudos das
colegBes artisticas. E fornecida uma abundante documentagdo visual para estimular a compreensdo
das matérias ministradas. A avaliagdo é ponderada entre o nivel e qualidade de participagdo (30%) e
a realizagdo de um relatério que sera objeto de apresentagdo e discussdo (70%). Para este relatério
pede-se, o contributo critico e os preceitos metodolégicos adquiridos nas sessdes do Seminario
aplicados ao trabalho de investigacdo desenvolvido pelo aluno, de acordo com o seu proprio projeto
de doutoramento.
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The teaching is based on a seminar typology, which seeks a clear and objective presentation of the
syllabus. It stimulates the debate, with the critical participation of the students. itsTogether with the
conceptual perspective, are quoted practical examples resulting from studies of artistic collections.
It is provided an abundant visual documentation to encourage understanding of the acting process.
The evaluation is weighted between the level and quality of participation (30%) and the preparation
of a report that will be subject to presentation and discussion (70%). For this report are asked, the
critical contribution and methodological principles acquired in the Seminar sessions applied to the
research work of the student, according to their own PhD project.
