Avaliacdo | Grading and Assessment
Ao longo das aulas, os alunos terdo de efetuar diferentes exercicios praticos. Estas praticas serdo
corrigidas na aula. Paralelamente, serdo entregues trabalhos de casa, que serdo corrigidos na sessao
seguinte.
Os alunos devem participar ativamente na correcdo destas actividades. Da mesma forma, sera
entregue a cada aluno um texto egipcio. Oralmente, os alunos terdo de corrigir esta atividade durante
as ultimas sessdes: breve resumo dos principais aspectos e traducgao.

Throughout the classes, students will be given different practical exercises to carry out. These
practices will be corrected in class. Along with these, homework activities will be handed in, which
will be corrected in the following session.

Students are required to actively participate in the correction of these activities. In the same way,
each student will be given an Egyptian text. Orally, students will have to correct this activity during
the last sessions: brief summary of the main aspects and translation.
