Os fundamentos da fonologia prosddica, incluindo as evidéncias fonoldgicas para a organizagdo
prosédica e a relagdo entre a fonologia e as outras areas da gramatica. Problematiza¢do de aspetos
especificos em aberto no quadro da fonologia prosddica. Exploragao de diferentes dominios de
aplicagdo do conhecimento prosédico, incluindo o ensino e aprendizagem da leitura e da escrita, a
construgao e avaliagdo de materiais para o ensino, a formagao de profissionais em sectores
particulares, a promoc¢do da qualidade dos sistemas de comunicagdo aumentativa, a aquisicdo e
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desenvolvimento da linguagem, o diagndstico e avaliacdo da linguagem. Aproximacdo a diversas
metodologias experimentais na investigacdo em diferentes dominios da prosddia.

The basic foundations of prosodic phonology, including the phonological evidence for prosodic
organization and the relation between phonology and other components of grammar. Discussion of
specific open issues in prosodic phonology. Exploration of different domains of application of
knowledge in prosody, including teaching and learning to read and to write, language acquisition and
development, construction and evaluation of materials for elementary education or for users in
professional areas related to speech and language, assessment and improvement of the quality of
augmentative communication systems, assessment of language acquisition and development.
Approaching experimental methods in prosodic research is different domains.

Avaliagao | Grading and Assessment

Depois apresentados e problematizados em detalhe os fundamentos da fonologia prosddica, sdo
discutidos artigos selecionados, a apresentar pelos alunos, onde questdes particulares em dominios
diversificados relacionados com a estrutura prosoddica sdo objeto de investigacdao. Algumas das
principais metodologias experimentais usadas na investigacdo sobre questdes de natureza prosddica,
bem como areas relevantes de aplicacdo do conhecimento neste dominio, sdo abordadas ndo apenas
em momentos mais expositivos pela professora, mas também nas apresentacdes feitas pelos alunos.
A avaliagdo da unidade curricular assenta no trabalho realizado em aula (10%), num teste escrito
(20%), na apresentagdo e discussdo de pelo menos um artigo (20%), na elaboragdo de um trabalho
individual no dominio da Fonologia Prosddica, que pode ser de natureza predominantemente
tedrica, experimental ou aplicada (50%; com supervisdo e um minimo de duas sessdes de trabalho
com a professora).

After presenting and discussing the basic foundations of prosodic phonology, selected published
papers are presented and discussed by the students, addressing particular issues in various areas
related to prosodic phonology. Main experimental methods in research in prosodic phonology as well
as applications of the knowledge in this area are surveyed, both in teacher’s lectures and in students’
presentations.

Students are evaluated on the basis of the quality and amount of work done/shown in the classroom
(10%), one written assessment (20%) the presentation and discussion of at least one published paper
(20%), the writing of an individual paper in the domain of prosodic phonology, which may be
predominantly theoretical, experimental, or applied (50%; with supervision and a minimum of 2
working sessions with the teacher).
