Programa de Turma | Class Description
Esta unidade curricular constitui uma especializagdo na area do contacto de linguas, incidindo em
particular sobre produtos do contacto com o portugués, nomeadamente variedades de portugués
faladas em Africa e crioulos de base lexical portuguesa. E objetivo deste seminario dotar os alunos
de conceitos, ferramentas e metodologias que Ihes permitam, por um lado, compreender os
processos socio-histdricos de formagdo das referidas linguas e variedades e, por outro lado,
descrever, analisar e comparar caracteristicas linguisticas especificas que as caracterizam. No fim da
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unidade curricular, os alunos deverao (i) ser capazes de compreender a forma como 0s processos
sdcio-histdricos condicionam o aparecimento de novas linguas e de novas estruturas linguisticas e
(ii) ter adquirido as bases e a autonomia necessarias para continuarem a especializar-se na area do
contacto de linguas.

This course constitutes a specialization in the area of language contact, focusing in particular on
products of contact with Portuguese, namely varieties of Portuguese spoken in Africa and
Portuguese-related creoles. The objective of this seminar is to provide students with concepts, tools
and methodologies that allow them, on the one hand, to understand the socio-historical processes
of formation of the aforementioned languages and varieties and, on the other hand, to describe,
analyze and compare specific linguistic characteristics that characterize. At the end of the curricular
unit, students must (i) be able to understand how socio-historical processes condition the emergence
of new languages and new linguistic structures and (ii) have acquired the necessary foundations and
autonomy to continue their specializing in the area of language contact.
