Programa de Turma | Class Description
Esta é uma unidade curricular de especializagdo no estudo do significado nas linguas naturais, com
especial foco nas questées de semantica temporal. Pretende-se que os alunos: reconhegam a
importancia central das questées temporais na interpreta¢do, e bem assim da sua diversidade e
complexidade; reconhegcam a relevancia gramatical da nogdo de classe aspetual (“Aktionsart”) e de
comutagdo aspetual (“Aktionsart shift”) e se familiarizem com as mais importantes tipologias
existentes na literatura; sejam capazes de problematizar a analise das principais expressdes
temporais do portugués (com destaque para a expressao morfoldgica, lexical, sintatica e discursiva
de valores temporais). A andlise semantica dos valores veiculados através dos tempos verbais
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(essencialmente do indicativo) e de adjuntos temporais de localizacdo e de duracdo serd
especialmente detalhada.

This is an advanced course in the study of meaning in natural languages, with a particular focus on
the temporal semantics of Portuguese. Students are expected to: acknowledge the importance of
temporal information in the semantics of natural languages, as well as its outstanding diversity and
complexity; acknowledge the relevance of the concepts of Aktionsart and Aktionsart shift, and get
acquainted with the main aspectual taxonomies in the literature; be able to discuss the semantic
analysis of the main temporal expressions of Portuguese (expressed in the tense system, via
predicate-argument combinations, via temporal adjuncts, or intersententially, in the discourse). The
semantic analysis of the values conveyed via verb tenses (mainly of the indicative) and via temporal
locating and duration adjuncts will be especially detailed.

Avaliagao | Grading and Assessment
A avaliacdo baseia-se num teste escrito presencial, que vale 50% da nota final, e num trabalho de
investigacdo (que podera ter em conta o projeto de doutoramento em curso), que conjuntamente
com a participacdo ativa dos estudantes nas aulas, vale os restantes 50% da nota final.

One in-person assessment test will be held during the semester, corresponding to 50% of the final
grade. One research work, which can take into consideration the students’ PhD research interests,
together with their active participation in class, is worth the remaining 50% of the final grade.
