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Programa de Turma | Class Description

O semindrio baseia-se na apresentagdo e exame critico das relagGes interartisticas, entre o visual e
o verbal, estabelecidas na literatura brasileira em trés periodos notdveis dos séculos XX e XXI que
focam a experiéncia da cidade e da Modernidade: o da vanguarda, o da contracultura e o da
denominada pés-modernidade.

O seminario buscara examinar e avaliar a extraordinaria modernidade e radicalidade que caracteriza
esses trés momentos e, a0 mesmo tempo, ponderar o continuum que eles estabelecem a respeito
da tradicdo literaria, artistica e interartistica ocidental — e ndo sé —, a partir da reflexdo a respeito
de trés topicos criticos significativos:
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1) A amadlgama da memdria artistica e da novidade: teoria, polémica e experimenta¢do no
Modernismo.

2) A reinvencdo da (anti)tradi¢do: a Contracultura.

3) A reconsideragdo das crises e das potencialidades da literatura: a expressdo hibrida e a
contaminacdo interartistica nas denominadas 'Literatura da periferia' e 'Literatura exigente'.
Pretende-se, assim, a aquisicdo de uma visdao de conjunto das relagbes interartisticas no Brasil,
através da reflexao a respeito da problematica experiéncia da modernidade urbana presente em
certas obras e autores relevantes. Nesta ordem de ideias, procura-se a compreensdo do
desenvolvimento dos processos literarios contemporaneo e pds-moderno no Brasil — e discriminar
varias tendéncias estéticas e ideoldgicas — e o aperfeicoamento das capacidades de andlise critica e
de investigacdo ad hoc.

Serd fornecida aos alunos uma antologia ad hoc de ensaios e textos literdrios de autores e autoras
brasileiros.

The curricular unit is based on the presentation and critical examination of the inter-artistic
relationships between the visual and the verbal, established in Brazilian literature in three notable
periods of the 20th and 21st centuries that focus on the experience of the city and Modernity: the
avant-garde, the counterculture and the so-called postmodernity.

The seminar will seek to examine and evaluate the extraordinary modernity and radicality that
characterises these three moments and, at the same time, to consider the continuum that they
establish with regard to the Western literary, artistic and inter-artistic tradition - and beyond - by
reflecting on three significant critical topics:

1) The amalgam of artistic memory and novelty: theory, polemic and experimentation in Modernism.
2) The reinvention of (anti)tradition: the Counterculture.

3) The reconsideration of the crises and potentialities of literature: hybrid expression and inter-
artistic contamination in the so-called ‘Literature of the Periphery’ and ‘Demanding Literature’.

The aim is to provide an overview of interartistic relations in Brazil by reflecting on the problematic
experience of urban modernity present in certain relevant works and authors. In this sense, the aim
is to understand the development of contemporary and post-modern literary processes in Brazil -
and to discriminate between various aesthetic and ideological tendencies - and to improve critical
analysis and ad hoc research skills.

Students will be provided with an ad hoc anthology of essays and literary texts by Brazilian authors.

Avaliagao | Grading and Assessment

Esta unidade curricular parte de uma perspetiva interdisciplinar e utiliza uma metodologia eclética.
Segue-se um modelo mais dialdégico que expositivo, privilegiando-se, por isso, a participagdo oral
informada. Os estudantes s3ao estimulados a fazerem a sua prépria pesquisa a propdsito dos
diferentes tdpicos estudados, colocando em aulas os seus resultados.

Assim, a organizagdo das aulas é tedrico-pratica, apoiada em andlise de textos, leituras, apresentagao
e discussdo de matérias resultantes das leituras e da investigacdo desenvolvida.

A avaliacao consiste na participacdo ativa e na apresentacgao individual dos resultados parciais da

investigacdo (15%) e na realizacdo de um trabalho de investigagdo individual proposto ad hoc (85%).

This curricular unit is derived from an interdisciplinary perspective and uses eclectic methodology.
The learning experience is mostly oriented by dialogical criteria. In-class discussion is therefore
favored. The students are stimulated to do their own research on the topics under scrutiny. The
organization of the seminar is both theoretical and practical, supported by analysis of texts, readings,
presentation and discussion — at regular meetings — of matters arising from those readings.

The evaluation consists in participation and individual presentation of partial results of the research
(15%) and a research paper (85%), proposed ad hoc.
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
