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Programa de Turma | Class Description
Afirmando-se como um paradigma transdisciplinar cada vez mais produtivo, o Pés-Humanismo
Critico tem florescido a partir do conjunto de impreteriveis desafios que hoje se colocam ao
humanismo, a humanidade e ao humano (das culturas tecnoldgicas a ascensdo da biomédica, do
desastre ambiental a erosdo das demarcagdes convencionais entre o humano e o ndo-humano).
Progressivamente, a perspectiva normativa de cariz antropocéntrico estd a ser substituida por uma
abordagem mais relacional, em que a relagdo sujeito-objecto é vista como emergindo de um
processo co-constitutivo. Na medida em que esta mudanga radical solicita modos alternativos para
pensar a humanidade e seus ambientes, o presente seminario visara contextualizar as implicacGes
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culturais e filoséficas de tais desenvolvimentos, procurando explorar de que modo o
descentramento do humano, promovido pelo pds-humanismo, proporciona um paradigma
renovado que nos convoca para cenarios para-além-do-humano. Assumindo um cariz
eminentemente comparatista, o seminario concedera particular atengdo as subjectividades em
devir, tal como estas se configuram na filosofia (D. Haraway, R. Braidotti, S. Herbrechter), na
literatura (W. Szymborska, Gongalo M. Tavares), nas artes plasticas e performativas (Sterlac e
Piccinni) e no cinema (Vincenzo Natali e Alex Garland).

Seen as an increasingly productive transdisciplinary paradigm, Critical Posthumanism has flourished
from the set of pressing challenges that humanism, humanity, and the human are facing today (from
technological cultures to the rise of biomedicine, from environmental disaster to the erosion of
conventional demarcations between the human and the non-human). Progressively, the
anthropocentric normative perspective is being replaced by a more relational approach, in which the
subject-object relationship is seen as emerging from a co-constitutive process. As this radical change
calls for alternative ways of thinking about humanity and its environments, this seminar will aim to
contextualize the cultural and philosophical implications of such developments, seeking to explore
how the decentering of the human, promoted by posthumanism, provides a renewed paradigm that
summons us to envision beyond-human scenarios. Displaying an eminently comparative approach,
the seminar will pay particular attention to becoming-subjectivities, as they are configured in
philosophy (D. Haraway, R. Braidotti, S. Herbrechter), in literature (W. Szymborska, Gongalo M.
Tavares), in the visual and performing arts (Sterlac and Piccinni), and in cinema (Vincenzo Natali and
Alex Garland).
