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Programa de Turma | Class Description
Neste semindrio serdo analisadas as representagdes de alguns espagos urbanos na narrativa
espanhola contemporanea. Para tal, serd inicialmente realizado um conjunto de apreciagdes
tedricas sobre a conceptualizagdo do espago urbano, tendo em consideragao as reflexdes recentes
sobre o espago (Lefebvre, Harvey, Massey, Soja...). Posteriormente, serdo analisados textos de
autores/as de diferentes literaturas espanholas para considerar o modo como a cidade é
representada neles. Entre os textos analisados estardo "La trabajadora" de Elvira Navarro, "La mala
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costumbre" de Alana Portero, "De nuevo centauro/Berriz zentauro" de Katixa Agirre ou "Ocaso y
fascinacion" de Eva Baltasar.

In this seminar we will analise representations of some urban spaces in conntemporary Spanish
narrative. In order to do so, we will first review some theorical proposals regarding the
conceptualization of urban space, taking into account recent reflections on space in general
(Lefebvre, Harvey, Massey, Soja...). Then we will analise some texts from different literatures of
Spain, and we will consider they way in which they repreent the city. Among the text that will be read
and studied are "La trabajadora" by Elvira Navarro, ""La mala costumbre" by Alana Portero, "De nuevo
centauro/Berriz zentauro" by Katixa Agirre or "Ocaso y fascinacion" by Eva Baltasar.

Avaliagao | Grading and Assessment
O semindrio funcionara em regime de avaliagdo continua. Sera portanto obrigatdria a presenca e
participacdo nas aulas (salvo nos casos indicados no Regulamento de Avaliagdo da Faculdade), e os
contributos durante os debates tedricos e as anadlises das obras narrativas terdo um valor de 10% na
nota final.

Para além deste elemento, a avaliacdo final dependera de dois elementos adicionais:

-Uma apresentacdo oral de uma obra da narrativa espanhola contemporanea, com especial atencao
a representacao do espago urbano (40%)

-Um trabalho escrito (4000-8000 palavras) em que se analise a representagdo do espago urbano
numa obra de narrativa espanhola, igual ou diferente a escolhida para a apresentagdo oral (50%)

This seminar will work on a continuous assessment mode. This means that pressence and
participation in the sessions will be mandatory, except for those cases covered by the Assessment
Rules of the School. Contributions to theoretical debates and text analysis during the classes will
account for 10% of the final result.

Apart from this, the final result will derive from the following elements:

-An oral presentation of a Spanish narrative text, paying special attention to the representation of
urban space (40%)

-A written essay (4000-8000 palavras) analising the representation of urban space in one work of
Spanish narrative, equal or different from the one chosen for the oral presentaition (50%)
