Programa de Turma | Class Description

A unidade curricular tem como objetivos:

o desenvolver competéncias reflexivas e analiticas sobre a realidade da lingua enquanto
potencial de significado e instrumento de concretizagdo de possibilidades de configuragao de
sentido;

o compreender os usos linguisticos como dindmicas comunicativas de processos de
representacao do mundo, de construg¢do de identidades e alteridades, e de textualizagdo de tais
processos;

o refletir criticamente sobre o lugar da lingua na semidtica social e sobre a construgdo de
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sentido no dominio das literacias académicas, em particular do Inglés para fins académicos/English
for Academic Purposes (EAP);

o refletir criticamente sobre a lingua e descrevé-la como meio de acesso a e controlo do
discurso académico.

Os conteudos programaticos incluem apreciagdes sobre:

o papel da lingua na semidtica social;
o a oralidade e a escrita enquanto sistemas semidticos distintos;
o a variacao funcional e contextual como reflexo das necessidades dos falantes, no que diz

respeito a propdsito sociocomunicativo e a opgbes de construcdo e organizagdo discursiva da
experiéncia, de expressao interpessoal e de organizagdo simbdlico-retérica de tais experiéncia e
interpessoalidade.;

o a construcdo linguistica do conhecimento cientifico e da sua expressdao em cddigos de
legitimacdo particulares;

o a construcao do sentido e a configuracao das praticas de literacia académica;

o a reconfiguracao das praticas de comunicacao e de literacia académica na era digital.

The course aims to:

o develop reflective and analytical skills on the reality of language as a meaning potential and an
instrument for achieving possibilities of meaning configuration;

o understand language use as communicative dynamics of processes that represent the world,
construe identity and otherness and textualize such representations and construals in specific ways;
o critically reflect on the role of language in social semiotics and on the construal of meaning in
the field of academic literacy, particularly in English for Academic Purposes (EAP );

o critically reflect on and describe language as a means for academic empowerment.

The syllabus includes the appraisal of the following themes:

o the role of language in social semiotics;
o the roles of spoken and written languages as distinct semiotic systems;
o the functional and contextual variation of texts as the result of speaker’s needs regarding socio

communicative purpose and systemic choices of experience construal, interpersonal expression and
symbolic and rhetorical organization of such experience and interpersonality;

J the linguistic construction of scientific knowledge and its expression in specific codes of
legitimation;

J the construction of meaning and the configuration of academic literacy practices;

o the reconfiguration of communication practices and of academic literacy in the digital age.

Avaliacdo | Grading and Assessment

A unidade curricular desenvolve-se a partir da apreciagao e discussao de um percurso de leituras
obrigatdrias constituido por dez textos cientificos de producdo recente, cuja leitura motivara a
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discussao por parte dos formandos e a exposicdao de conteldos pelo docente. As metodologias de
ensino envolvem, portanto, aulas expositivas sobre diferentes tematicas e aulas praticas de discussao
de textos tedricos e de sistematizacdo de descricdo de estruturas gramaticais e textuais de géneros
e registos académicos.

A avaliagdo inclui 10% para a participacdo, 25% para a motivacao e discussdo de um dos dez textos
cientificos recentemente produzidos, 25% para um ensaio de cerca de 2.000 palavras sobre o texto
escolhido para motivar a discussdo (a entregar duas semanas apos a discussao), e 40% para um ensaio
de cerca de 9.000 palavras sobre um dos temas tratados no curso (a entregar antes da ultima aula
do curso).

The course is structured around the assessment and discussion of a set of selected readings made up
of ten recently produced scientific texts that will be used as leitmotifs for discussion by the students
and for lectures by the teacher. The teaching methodologies will involve, then, expository lectures
on different themes, and workshops revolving around the discussion of theoretical texts and the
description of grammatical and textual structures of different academic registers and genres.
Evaluation includes 10% for participation, 25% for the motivation and discussion of one of the ten
recently produced scientific texts, 25% for an essay of about 2,000 words on the text chosen for
discussion in class (to be handed in two weeks after the discussion), and 40% for an essay of about
9,000 words on one of the themes dealt with in the course (to be handed in before the last class of
the course).
