Programa de Turma | Class Description
O semindrio visa aprofundar formas de experimentagdo poética sobre extensées da linguagem a
dimensdes alternativas de humano e aos outros-que-nao-humanos. Estrutura-se num arco que vai
da "escrita da natureza" a "ecopoética" (Keller 2017), passando pela viragem ecocéntrica (Buell
1995), sobretudo apds a inscrigdo do "Antropoceno" como marca epocal.
Contemplaremos os principais debates e temas da ecocritica em relagdo com a teoria da lirica
(Jackson and Prins 2014), explorando modos de "poética investigativa" (Retallak 2007) sob a
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perspetiva de novos modos relacionais, designadamente de intra-agdo e "fazer parentes" (Haraway
2016), passando por uma analise critica do ecofeminismo (Plumwood 2004). Considerando a
situacdo material-contextual de abordarmos os estudos norte-americanos a partir de um ponto de
vista de Portugal, daremos especial atengdo ao eixo atlantico e, a partir dele, a flexibilizacdo
conceptual proposta pelas "humanidades azuis" (Mentz 2023), incluindo os estudos costeiros e
arquipeldgicos.

Espera-se que os alunos de doutoramento colham do material apresentado o que |hes for mais Util
para relacionar com os seus projetos e respetivos enquadramentos teéricos, beneficiando do
percurso sobre os modos poéticos como certa literatura norte-americana vem pensando a
intersubjetividade entre “nés” (de preferéncia a um eu individual e exclusivamente humano) e
ambiente

The seminar aims to guide research in forms of poetic experimentation on extending language to
alternative dimensions of the human and other-than-human. It is structured in an arc that goes from
“nature writing” to “ecopoetics” (Keller 2017), passing through the ecocentric turn (Buell 1995),
especially after the inscription of the “Anthropocene” as an epochal mark.

We will contemplate the main debates and themes of ecocriticism in relation to lyric theory (Jackson
and Prins 2014), exploring modes of “investigative poetics” (Retallak 2007) from the perspective of
new relational modes, namely intra-action and “making kin” (Haraway 2016), including a critical
analysis of ecofeminism (Plumwood 2004). Considering the material-contextual situation of
approaching North American studies from a Portuguese point of view, we will pay special attention
to the Atlantic axis and, from there, to the conceptual flexibilization proposed by the “blue
humanities” (Mentz 2023), including coastal and archipelagic studies.

PhD students are expected to take from the presented material what they find more useful for their
projects and respective theoretical frameworks, benefiting from this overview of how certain
NorthAmerican literary works reflect on and enact the intersubjectivity between “we” (rather than
an individual, specifically human, 1) and the environment
