Programa de Turma | Class Description
Esta unidade curricular da formagao no estudo avangado de narrativas literdrias, cinematograficas
e televisivas com vista a desenvolver a capacidade dos estudantes de analisar o modo como nelas
sdo representadas a (inter-)subjectividade e a comunicagdo (ndo-)verbal no contexto sécio-cultural
norte-americano. Esta UC aplica a metodologia desenvolvida pela medicina narrativa,
designadamente a leitura cerrada e a escrita reflexiva/criativa, para aprofundar e personalizar o
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contacto dos estudantes com textos literdrios, cinematograficos e televisivos dos Estados Unidos e
do Canada. E leccionada em inglés e inclui dois médulos: literatura; e cinema e ficgdo televisiva.

Conteudos:

1. Introducdo tedrica e metodoldgica

1.1. Relagao interpessoal, subjectividade e narrativa
1.2. Medicina Narrativa: objectivos e métodos

2. Representacgdo narrativa na literatura

3. Representacgdo narrativa no cinema na ficgdo televisiva

This curricular unit provides training in the advanced study of literary, film and television narratives
with a view to developing students’ ability to analyze how (inter)subjectivity and (non-)verbal
communication are represented in the North American socio-cultural context. Aimed at both
Humanities and Health students, this course applies the methodology developed by Narrative
Medicine — namely close reading and reflective/creative writing — to deepen and personalize
students’ engagement with literary, cinematographic and television texts from the United States and
Canada. It is taught in English and comprehends two modules: literature; cinema and TV series.

Contents:

1. Introducing theory and methodology

1.1. Inter-personal relation, subjectivity and narrative
1.2. Narrative Medicine: aims and methods

2. Narrative representation in literature

3. Narrative representation in cinema and fictional television series

Avaliacdo | Grading and Assessment
No final deste seminario os estudantes devem demonstrar uma compreensdo sistematica dos
objectivos e métodos da medicina narrativa, bem como a capacidade de: analisar e reflectir sobre
representacdes narrativas literarias, cinematograficas e televisivas; conceber e desenvolver pesquisa
auténoma, significativa e meticulosa; desenvolver analise critica e sintese de ideias novas e
complexas; transmitir os respectivos resultados em linguagem adequada.

A avaliagdo valoriza a capacidade de articular uma abordagem narrativa e uma dimensao conceptual

e inclui os seguintes elementos:
ebreve exercicio escrito (1200-1400 palavras) no termo de cada mdédulo sobre os respectivos
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conteldos (10%+10%);

eparticipacdo nos seminarios baseada em leitura/visionamento prévio das obras e sua discussdo em
aula (10%+10%);

etrabalho final sobre um ou ambos os mddulos (60%). Extensdo: ca. 5,000 palavras; resumo a
submeter antes do final do seminario.

At the end of this course students should demonstrate: a systematic understanding of the aims and
methods of narrative medicine; the ability to analyze and reflect on literary, cinematographic and
televised narrative representations; the ability to conceive and carry out autonomous, significant and
meticulous research; the capacity to perform critical analysis and synthesis of new and complex
ideas; the ability to convey these in appropriate language that gives an account of the results
achieved.

The assessment will emphasize the ability to articulate a narrative with a conceptual dimension and
includes the following elements:

ea short-written exercise (1200-1400 words) presented at the end of each module on the contents
taught (10%+10%);

eparticipation in seminars based on prior reading or viewing of set materials and their discussion in
class (10%+10%);

*a final essay on one or both modules (60%). Length: ca. 5,000 words; abstract submitted before end
of seminar.
