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Programa de Turma | Class Description

Esta unidade curricular visa familiarizar os estudantes com os instrumentos conceituais,
metodoldgicos e analiticos adequados ao estudo da Cultura Popular.

Pretende-se proporcionar, desde uma perspetiva interdisciplinar, uma introdugdo ao conceito da
Cultura Popular, assim como uma visdo de conjunto de manifestagdes relevantes — tais como, para
s6 citar alguns exemplos, a literatura indigena, a literatura de cordel, o samba ou o Carnaval — de
modo a fornecer um quadro amplo de factos e situacdes relacionados com a tradicdo cultural, a
memoria histdrica e a experiéncia da contemporaneidade.

Parte-se, principalmente, da reflexao e problematizacdo dos debates e conflitos gerados pelo
cruzamento entre diferentes tradigdes culturais no Brasil. Nesta ordem de ideias, a partir das novas
perspetivas para o estudo da questdo cultural, procura-se repensar criticamente a compreensao da
Cultura Popular Brasileira, nomeadamente da contribuicdo indigena, afro-brasileira e europeia.

Os principais eixos do programa sdo: as relagées entre identidade, diversidade e hegemonia cultural,
as carateristicas do patrimdénio material e imaterial, as diferencas e os didlogos estabelecidos entre
a cultura popular e a industria cultural, as tensdes entre a tradicdo e a inovagao.

This curricular unit seeks to familiarize students with the conceptual, methodological and analytical
tools which are most relevant to the study of Popular Culture.

The aim is to provide, from an interdisciplinary perspective, an introduction to the concept of
Popular Culture, as well as an overview of relevant manifestations - such as, to name just a few
examples, indigenous literature, cordel literature, samba or Carnival - to provide a broad framework
of facts and situations related to cultural tradition, historical memory and contemporary experience.
This will take as its starting point a reflection on and questioning of the debates and conflicts
generated by the crossroads involving different cultural traditions in Brazil.

In this vein, based on the new perspectives for the study of cultural issues, the aim is to critically
rethink the understanding of Brazilian Popular Culture, in particular the indigenous, Afro-Brazilian
and European contributions.

The main focus of the program will be: the relationship between identity, diversity and cultural
hegemony, the characteristics of material and immaterial heritage, the differences and dialogues
established between Popular Culture and the cultural industry, the tensions between tradition and
innovation.

Avaliagao | Grading and Assessment

Esta unidade curricular parte de uma perspetiva interdisciplinar, incluindo uma ampla variedade de
abordagens e metodologias, da Histdria Cultural a Sociologia, da Antropologia a andlise literaria ou
artistica. Segue-se um modelo mais dialdgico que expositivo, privilegiando-se, por isso, a participagao
oral informada. Os estudantes sdo estimulados a fazerem a sua prépria pesquisa a propdsito dos
diferentes tdpicos estudados, colocando em aula os seus resultados.

Segundo os critérios indicados no Regulamento Geral de Avaliacdo, aplica-se o regime de avaliagdo
continua. Dentro destas coordenadas, a organizagao das aulas é tedrico-pratica. A avaliagao sera
realizada a partir de quatro elementos obrigatdrios: assiduidade e participacdo (10%), breves trabalhos
individuais e escritos (20%), uma primeira prova escrita e presencial (30%) e uma prova final, escrita e
presencial (40%).

This curricular unit takes as its starting point an interdisciplinary perspective, including a wide variety
of approaches, from cultural history to sociology, from anthropology to literary or artistic analysis. The
learning experience is mostly oriented by dialogical criteria. In-class discussion is therefore favored.
The students are stimulated to do their own research on the topics under scrutiny.
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According to the criteria specified in the General Regulations for Evaluation, a regime of continuous
assessment will be applied. Within these coordinates, the organization of the classroom is both
theoretical and practical. The evaluation will be carried out using four required elements: attendance
and participation (10%), brief individual works and writings (20 %), a preliminary written test at which
the student’s presence is required (30%) and a final written exam, also with obligatory attendance
(40 %).
