arte e assunto representado.

Comecaremos por considerar o conceito de perce¢ao, tentado apreender toda a sua
complexidade. Para tal, teremos de considerar as seguintes no¢des: descri¢do, ver-como e

ver semelhangas. Os textos estudados serao respetivamente de Wittgenstein e Clement
Greenberg.

Na segunda parte, consideraremos a nog¢ao de limite das formas artisticas, assim como o nosso
reconhecimento da sua estabilidade ao longo da histéria da arte. Estudaremos textos
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de Lessing, Meyer Schapiro e Michael Fried.

Na terceira parte estudaremos a nogdo de assunto representado. Neste momento da cadeira,
0 nosso estudo serd motivado pela observagao e discussdo de uma selegdo de obras de arte.
A complexidade da nogao de assunto representado, no contexto deste exercicio, exigira a
nossa reconsideragao de todos os textos estudados anteriormente.

The course will be divided into three parts: 1) perception, 2) the formal limits of artistic
practices and 3) art and represented subject.

We will begin by addressing the concept of perception, attempting to apprehend its
complexity. Therefore, we will have to address such notions as: description, to see something
as something else and to see similarities. We will read texts by Ludwig Wittgenstein and
Clement Greenberg.

In the second part of the course we will consider the notion of limit as it applies to artistic
practices, as well as the stability of these very limits throughout art history. We will read texts
by Lessing, Meyer Schapiro and Michael Fried.

Finally, in the third part we will study the notion of represented subject. Our study will be
motivated by the observation and consideration of a selection of paintings as well as a
reconsideration of all the texts we have previously studied.
