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Programa de Turma | Class Description

A unidade curricular pretende explorar o modo como a experiéncia visual contribui para a
construgao de identidade, bem como para uma reflexao sobre a histéria e as relagGes sociais, tendo
como principais objectivos de aprendizagem: 1) explorar abordagens tedricas ao estudo da Cultura
Visual; 2) detalhar o contexto histdrico e sociocultural da producdo, circulagdo e recepgdo de
representagdes visuais; 3) adquirir literacia visual critica, no sentido da formagao de um pensamento
critico sobe imagens e objectos, bem como os seus modos de produgdo e difusdo; 4) examinar a
dimensdo retdrica de representagdes e praticas visuais (fotografia, video, meios de comunicagdo
digitais, arte urbana); 5) considerar a relagdo entre o texto visual e escrito.
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This course focuses on the visual experience, as it shapes our sense of identity, history and social
relations. As such, it is geared toward building a toolbox through which students can 1) explore
theoretical approaches to the study of Visual Culture; 2) outline the historical and sociocultural
context of the production, circulation and reception of visual representations; 3) develop critical
visual literacy, which may be understood as the development of critical inquiry and thinking about
images and objects, as well as their means of production and dissemination; 4) examine the
rhetorical dimension of visual representations and practices (photography, video, digital media,
urban art); 5) consider the relationship between visual and written texts.

Avaliagao | Grading and Assessment

E seguido o modelo de avaliacdo continua, pelo que os alunos deverdo ser assiduos, participar nas
aulas e ler os textos tedricos antecipadamente, de acordo com a planificacao das aulas.

Critérios de avaliacdo:

Presenca e participacdo que revele pensamento critico sobre os textos tedricos constantes da
bibliografia (25%); primeiro teste presencial (35%); segundo teste presencial OU trabalho de
investigacdo a ser apresentado e discutido em aula (40%).

Entrega de trabalhos:
A entrega de qualquer trabalho depois do prazo serda aceite apenas mediante a apresentacdo
antecipada de uma justificagdo médica, que devera ser acompanhada de um documento oficial.

This course follows a continuous assessment model. Students are expected to maintain regular
attendance, contribute to in-class discussions and activities, complete all assignments and come to
class prepared to discuss the reading material(s) scheduled for that day.

The assessment criteria are as follows:

Attendance and participation in class discussions that reflects critical thinking and an understanding of
the assigned reading (25%); First Written Test (35%); Second Written Test OR Research Project to be
presented and discussed in class (40%).

Submission of coursework:

Late submission will not be accepted. Students should contact me at the earliest opportunity if they
cannot meet the deadline for a medical reason and ask for permission for late submission in advance
of the deadline. The student’s request should be accompanied or followed by medical evidence or
other documentation where appropriate.
