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Programa de Turma | Class Description

Apds uma introdugdo acerca de elementos musicais basicos (som, ritmo, melodia, harmonia),
iremos problematizar os sentidos de 'musica’ em termos de ideologia, ruido/dissonancia, viés
cultural, etc. Em seguida, através da leitura de textos, audigdo musical e visualizagdo de videos,
rastrearemos as transformagdes da musica ocidental (com um foco especial nos EUA) desde o inicio
do século XX até hoje, observando os géneros, avangos tecnoldgicos e estilos que definiram certas
décadas. Daremos atengao especial a como tradigdes da histéria da musica tomaram novas
direcgdes, e como certas formas musicais se sobrepuseram através da inventividade e disrupgao de
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artistas de vanguarda. Discutiremos ao longo do curso as interseccdes, oposi¢cdes e cruzamentos
entre a musica classica e popular.

After introducing some elementary building blocks of music (sound, rhythm, melody, harmony), we
will problematize the concept and perception of ‘music’ in terms of ideology, noise/dissonance,
cultural bias, etc. We will then, by using texts, listening to music and analyzing videos, trace the
evolution of Western music (with a special focus on the USA) from the early 20th century till today,
observing the genres, technological advances and styles that defined certain decades. We will pay
particular attention to how tradition morphed into new directions and how musical ideas
overlapped through the inventiveness and disruption of vanguard artists. We will consistently
discuss the intersections, oppositions, and crossovers between classical and popular music.

Avaliag¢do | Grading and Assessment

1) Teste intermédio dividido em 3 sec¢des: com audigdo, respostas curtas, e um ensaio curto (40%); 2)
Teste final, de consulta: um ensaio mais longo, onde o aluno devera ser capaz de responder a um dado
topico e sua evolugdo na histdria da musica ocidental, recorrendo a citagGes estratégicas de um leque
de textos do manual de curso (40%); 3) ‘Presenca Activa’: os alunos devem participar criticamente nas
discussGes em sala de aula ao longo do curso (20%).

1) a midterm test divided into 3 sections: a listening quiz, a short-answer quiz, and a short essay (40%);
2) a final, open-book test: a longer essay that requires the student to argumentatively articulate a set
of texts to clarify a given topic in the history of Western music (40%); 3) ‘Active Attendance’: students
are expected to critically participate in class discussions throughout the course (20%).
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
