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Programa de Turma | Class Description

Esta unidade curricular visa familiarizar os estudantes com os instrumentos conceituais,
metodoldgicos e analiticos adequados aos Estudos Interartes e Intermédia.

Pretende-se proporcionar, desde uma perspetiva interdisciplinar uma visdo de conjunto dos tipos
de relagGes e interagdes entre diferentes artes (e, em especial, das relagdes entre a Literatura e
outras artes), assim como das passagens, os lugares de cruzamento e a interagdo entre as artes e o
conjunto de processos intermediais (a transposicdo medial, as combinatdrias mediais, as referéncias
intermediais, a remediagao).

A partir da perspetiva histérica e, fundamentalmente, das novas perspetivas para o estudo das
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relagOes interartisticas e intermediais, procura-se repensar criticamente as potencialidades, limites,
consequéncias e resultados das diversas praticas, assim como desenvolver as capacidades de
interpretacdo e analise dos alunos e alunas, através do exame critico de diferentes objetos artisticos.

This curricular unit seeks to familiarize students with the conceptual, methodological and analytical
tools which are most relevant to Interarts and Intermedia Studies.

The aim is to provide, from an interdisciplinary perspective, an overview of the types of relations
and interactions between different arts (and, in particular, the relations between Literature and
other arts), as well as the passages, places of intersection and interaction between the arts and the
set of intermedial processes (medial transposition, medial combinations, intermedial references,
remediation).

From the historical perspective and also and fundamentally from new perspectives for the study of
interartistic and intermedial relations, the aim is to critically rethink the potential, limits,
consequences and results of the various practices, as well as to develop students' interpretation and
analysis skills by analysing different artistic objects.

Avaliagao | Grading and Assessment

Esta unidade curricular parte de uma perspetiva interdisciplinar, incluindo uma ampla variedade de
abordagens e metodologias. Segue-se um modelo mais dialégico que expositivo, privilegiando-se, por
isso, a participagdo oral informada. Os estudantes sdo estimulados a fazerem a sua prépria pesquisa a
propdsito dos diferentes topicos estudados, colocando em aula os seus resultados.

Segundo os critérios indicados no Regulamento Geral de Avaliacdo, aplica-se o regime de avaliagdo
continua. Dentro destas coordenadas, a organizacdo das aulas é tedrico-pratica. A avaliacdo sera
realizada a partir de quatro elementos obrigatdrios: assiduidade e participagdo (10%), breves trabalhos
individuais e escritos (20%), uma primeira prova escrita e presencial (30%) e uma prova final, escrita e
presencial (40%).

No inicio do semestre sera fornecida aos alunos uma antologia de textos criticos destinada a

ilustrar e problematizar as questdes tedricas estudadas.

This curricular unit takes as its starting point an interdisciplinary perspective, including a wide variety
of approaches. The learning experience is mostly oriented by dialogical criteria. In-class discussion is
therefore favored. The students are stimulated to do their own research on the topics under scrutiny.
According to the criteria specified in the General Regulations for Evaluation, a regime of continuous
assessment will be applied. Within these coordinates, the organization of the classroom is both
theoretical and practical. The evaluation will be carried out using four required elements: attendance
and participation (10%), brief individual works and writings (20 %), a preliminary written test at which
the student’s presence is required (30%) and a final written exam, also with obligatory attendance
(40 %).

In the beginning of the semester students will be provided with an anthology of critical texts, designed
to illustrate and problematize the theoretical issues studied.
