Avaliacdo | Grading and Assessment

O programa da unidade esta dividido em dois médulos tematicos. Cada grupo contempla a abordagem
dos objetivos de aprendizagem de forma integrada. Aulas expositivas, tedricas, sempre com
possibilidade de formular perguntas/comentarios livres e espontaneos. Visitas de estudo. Distribuicdo
de PowerPoint’s e materiais de estudo através da plataforma Moodle. Avaliacdo: testes e participacao
oral. O docente reserva uma hora de atendimento semanal aos alunos, cujo hordrio é estabelecido no
inicio do semestre. A combinacdo de aulas expositivas, tedricas, com andlise de estudos de caso
praticos em aula (com a bateria de metodologias de analise indicadas), além da realizacdo de visitas
de estudo, sdo adequadas a obtencdo dos objetivos de aprendizagem, embora exijam também o
trabalho de leitura e andlise critica dos estudantes fora do espaco das aulas com orientag¢do tutorial do
docente.

The course syllabus is organized in two thematic modules. Each group implies the presence of the
learning outcomes in a holistic perspective. Theoretical/expositive lectures, always with the possibility
to formulate free and spontaneous questions/comments. Visits. Distribution of PowerPoint’s and study
materials through the Moodle platform. Grades: tests and participation in class. The teacher reserve
one office hour every week to attend students, whose timetable is established in the beginning of the
semester. The combination of expositive/theoretical classes with practical case studies analysis in class
(with the range of methodologies of analysis referred), and class visits, are suitable to achieve the
learning outcomes. However, they also demand reading and critical analysis from the students outside
the classes under the tutorial guidance of the teacher.
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Requisitos (se aplicavel) | Prerequisites (if applicable)
Pretende-se com esta disciplina desenvolver competéncias nos alunos relativas a importancia da
Histdria da Marinha na construcdo do processo global universal. Temas como a Histéria da marinha
e histéria maritima; arquitetura e construgdo naval; nautica, pilotagem e ensino naval; cartografia e
cartografia ndutica portuguesa; navegacao na era das exploracdes geograficas; a guerra no mar; as
marinhas medievais e da modernidade; as defesas de costa e a evolucao dos modelos taticos e
estratégicos e os «medos» e o mar, serao temas a desenvolver.

It is intended with this discipline to develop competences in students regarding the importance of
Navy History in the construction of the universal global process. Topics such as Navy History and
Maritime History; architecture and shipbuilding; nautical, pilotage and naval education; Portuguese
nautical cartography and cartography in general; navigation in the era of geographic holdings; war at
the sea; the medieval navy and modernity; coastal defenses and the evolution of tactical and strategic
models and the 'fears' and the sea, will be themes to be developed.
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
