A unidade curricular de Histdria Medieval (Politica e Cultura) tem por horizonte historiografico a
sociedade medieval europeia.

The course of Medieval History (Politics and Culture) focuses on medieval European society.
Therefore, it is based on the political institutions and mental and symbolic representations of the
period, without ever losing sight of the background formed by the social transformations that
organized and shaped it. The proposal is to travel along this long line of time, which is conventionally
called the Middle Ages (located somewhere between two porous limits - upstream, Late Antiquity;
and downstream, Humanism and its twin brother, the Renaissance), seeking in this action to capture
and to illuminate the most significant events of the time, the most important dates, the great
protagonists and the main achievements achieved in art and literature - in a sense, all doors giving
access to a brave old world.
