Aulas expositivas, tedricas, sempre com possibilidade de formular perguntas/comentarios livres e
espontaneos. Visitas de estudo. Distribuicdo de PowerPoint’s e materiais de estudo através do website
do docente. Avaliagao: testes e participacdo oral. Os docentes reservam uma hora de atendimento
semanal aos alunos, cujo horario é estabelecido no inicio do semestre. A combinacdo de aulas
expositivas, tedricas, com analise de estudos de caso praticos em aula (com a bateria de metodologias
de analise indicadas), além da realiza¢do de visitas de estudo, sdo adequadas a obtenc¢do dos objetivos
de aprendizagem, embora exijam também o trabalho de leitura e analise critica dos estudantes fora
do espaco das aulas com orientagdo tutorial do docente.
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Theoretical/expositive lectures, always with the possibility to formulate free and spontaneous
guestions/comments. Visits. Distribution of PowerPoint’s and study materials through the website of
the teacher. Grades: tests and participation in class. The teachers reserve one office hour every week
to attend students, whose timetable is established in the beginning of the semester. The combination
of expositive/theoretical classes with practical case studies analysis in class (with the range of
methodologies of analysis referred), and also class visits, are suitable to achieve the learning outcomes.
However, they also demand reading and critical analysis from the students outside the classes under
the tutorial guidance of the teacher.
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Requisitos (se aplicavel) | Prerequisites (if applicable)
Pretende-se que o aluno obtenha conhecimentos tedricos e praticos sobre a formagdo do Reino de
Portugal, e das estruturas sociais, econémicas e politicas e sua evolugdo nos séculos Xll a XIV. Quer-
se aprofundar o conhecimento critico dos quadros histérico-metodoldgicos da historiografia recente
e desenvolver o conhecimento de fontes e conceitos.
