Programa de Turma | Class Description
No nivel B1.1, os alunos terdo amplas oportunidades para praticar suas habilidades de escuta,
leitura, fala e escrita. Os tdpicos das tarefas de casa e dos exercicios/trabalhos em sala de aula
garantirdo que os alunos possam aplicar essas habilidades a situages familiares ou do dia a dia que
alguém pode experimentar em um pais de lingua inglesa ou durante viagens.

Até o final do semestre, ao concluir a unidade, os alunos deverdo ser capazes de:

Ouvir: e entender os pontos principais de discursos claros e em linguagem padrdo sobre assuntos
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familiares encontrados regularmente no trabalho, na escola, no lazer etc., incluindo narrativas
curtas;

Falar: e a) utilizar uma ampla gama de linguagem simples para lidar com a maioria das situages que
podem surgir durante viagens; b) entrar em conversas sobre tdpicos familiares sem preparagao,
expressar opinides pessoais e trocar informagdes sobre assuntos que sao familiares, de interesse
pessoal ou pertinentes a vida cotidiana;

Ler: a) textos factuais diretos e/ou pequenas pecas de ficcdo com um nivel satisfatério de
compreensdo e b) entender a descricdo de eventos, sentimentos e desejos em cartas pessoais bem
o suficiente para responder a correspondéncia;

Escrever: textos conectados diretos sobre uma variedade de assuntos familiares dentro do seu
campo de interesse, ligando uma série de elementos mais curtos em uma sequéncia linear.

In B1.1, students will be given ample opportunity to practice their listening, reading, speaking and
writing skills. The topics of the homework and in-class exercises/assignments will ensure that
students are able to apply these skills to the familiar or everyday situations that one may experience
in an English-speaking country or whilst traveling.

By the end of the semester, students should upon completion of the unit be able to:

o listen: and understand the main points of clear standard speech on familiar matters regularly
encountered in work, school, leisure etc., including short narratives;

o speak: and a) exploit a wide range of simple language to deal with most situations likely to
arise whilst traveling; b) enter unprepared into conversation on familiar topics, express personal
opinions and exchange information on topics that are familiar, of personal interest or pertinent to
everyday life;

o read: a) straightforward factual texts and/or short pieces of fiction with a satisfactory level of
comprehension and b) understand the description of events, feelings and wishes in personal letters
well enough to reply to correspondence;

o write: straightforward connected texts on a range of familiar subjects within his/her field of
interest, by linking a series of shorter discrete elements into a linear sequence.
