O programa de Inglés C1.2 visa complementar as competéncias adquiridas no nivel anterior, Inglés
C1.1. O objectivo do curso é encorajar os participantes a ler, interpretar e refletir sobre ficcgdo em
lingua inglesa, enquadrada nos géneros de fantasia e jovem adulto (young adult). Baseando-se na
assungao que aceder a trabalhos de fantasia pode contribuir para uma maior sensibilizagdo perante
questdes sociais, gerar motivacdo e ter efeitos terapéuticos, este curso ird focar-se em:

e melhorar as competéncias de interpretagao;

e sensibilizar para como as emogGes do publico podem ser ativadas através de simbolos que apelam
as nossas esperangas, medos e sonhos;
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¢ reconhecer como valores e ideologia sdo incorporados pela industria de entretenimento;
e compreender 0s nossos proprios preconceitos e pontos de vista;
¢ desenvolver competéncias orais e de escrita académica.

Além disso, os/as alunos/as irdo expandir o seu vocabuldrio e conhecimento de estruturas
gramaticais complexas recorrendo a materiais desenvolvidos pela Universidade de Cambridge.

English C1.2 builds on the competencies gained at English C1.1 level. The objective of this course is
to encourage students to read, interpret and reflect on English-language fiction, namely fantasy and
young people’s literature. Based on the assumption that accessing works of fantasy can initiate
awareness of societal issues, create motivation and have therapeutic effects, this course will focus
on:

¢ enhancing students reading skills;

* raising awareness to how emotions can be activated through symbols that appeal to people’s
deepest hopes, fears, and dreams;

¢ recognizing how values and ideology are embedded in entertainment media;

¢ understanding one’s own biases and point of view;

¢ developing academic writing & speaking skills.

In addition, students will expand their vocabulary and improve their knowledge of complex
grammatical structures using Cambridge examination materials.
