Programa de Turma | Class Description

Ao longo do curso, os alunos lerdo varios textos em inglés e realizardo uma variedade de
exercicios de escrita, que os prepararao para escrever sua propria ficcao “flash”. Vamos falar
sobre uma selecdo de contos e ficcdo “flash” e nos envolveremos com eles, bem como com uma
variedade de outros recursos. O objetivo principal serd analisar a utilizacdao de diferentes
técnicas narrativas e estruturas ficcionais e depois aplica-las. Os alunos serdo obrigados a
completar ndo apenas trabalhos individuais, mas também trabalhos de grupo, escritos e orais.
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Throughout this course, students will read various texts in English and complete a variety of
writing exercises, which will prepare them for writing their own flash fiction (AKA short shorts, or
very short stories). We will discuss a selection of short stories and flash fiction and engage with
those as well as a variety of other source materials. The main goal will be to analyse the usage of
different narrative techniques and fictional structures, and then apply them. Students will be
required to complete not only individual but also group assignments, written and oral.

Avaliacdo | Grading and Assessment

A avaliagao é continua. Os alunos devem comparecer a todas as aulas, concluam leituras
definidas (e outras tarefas) antes da aula e realizem uma variedade de atividades em sala de
aula. Serdo disponibilizadas sessdes tutoriais para discussao de trabalhos escritos (trés por
semestre, por aluno). O trabalho devera ser submetido pelo menos uma semana antes do
tutorial.

Os critérios de avaliagdo sdo os seguintes:
1. Teste escrito 20%

2. Conto 1 + comentario escrito 20%

3. Conto 2 + comentadrio escrito 20%

4. Conto 3 + apresentacao oral 20%

5. Presenca ativa 20%

Late submission without advance warning and documentation will
result in a zero score. Plagiarised work will receive a zero score.
