Programa de Turma | Class Description

O tema geral do curso é a retdrica segundo Aristoteles, com o objetivo de desenvolver um senso
critico da linguagem e da produgdo oral e escrita que seja informativa e persuasiva. O programa
inclui teoria sobre retérica e discursos histdricos e ficcionais para garantir uma variedade de
exposicdo a diferentes técnicas e exemplos de retdrica, além de promover a familiarizagdo com a
técnica de redacdo de discursos. Parte deste trabalho é realizado de forma independente,
permitindo que os alunos escolham uma area de estudo. O programa também inclui exercicios
incrementais para desenvolver habilidades de escrita e de entrega de discursos em publico de
maneira persuasiva.
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The general theme for the course is rhetoric according to Aristotle, with the objective of developing
a critical sense of language and oral and written production that is informative and persuasive. The
programme includes theory on rhetoric and historical and fictional speeches to ensure a variety of
exposure to different techniques and examples of rhetoric, and promote familiarization with speech
writing technique. Some of this work is done independently and students can choose an area of
study. The programme also includes incremental exercises to develop skills to write and deliver a
speech in public in a persuasive manner.

A avaliagdo serd: 5% primeira leitura de um discurso; 10% redigir e dizer um primeiro discurso; 20%
teste escrito de uso de Inglés; 25% redaccdo de um discurso final; 25% diccdo de um discurso final;

The evaluation will be as follows: 5% for the first reading of a speech; 10% for writing and delivering a
first speech; 20% for a written test on the use of English; 25% for writing a final speech; 25% for delivery
of a final speech; 20% for participation.
