Programa de Turma | Class Description

O tema geral para o curso serd o de ficcdo de suspense/crime, cobrindo eras diferentes, com o
objetivo de desenvolver um sentido critico da lingua e da expressao dos diferentes autores desde o
sec. XIX ao sec. XXI. O programa também inclui materiais em video pra assegurar a variedade de
exposicao dos alunos ao Inglés oral e para desenvolver os conhecimentos em termos de vocabulario
e registo.

The general theme for the course will be crime fiction, covering different eras, with the objective of
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developing a critical sense of language and how it is expressed by different authors. The syllabus
also includes video resources to ensure the variety of exposure to spoken English and to increase
students’ knowledge of vocabulary and register.

Avaliacado | Grading and Assessment

Os alunos deverao realizar exercicios de Audicao, Leitura e Pratica Oral e Escrita. O maior foco serd na
Pratica Oral e Audicao em aula, através de debates, e prdtica escrita e leitura em trabalho fora de aula.
A maioria dos exercicios serao de discussao em aula sobre os materiais de leitura e gramatica. Pratica
adicional de escrita sera feita como trabalho de casa. A avaliagdo sera: 40% participagdo oral (20%) e
trés trabalhos escritos (20%); 30% primeiro elemento escrito de avaliacdo; 30% segundo elemento oral
de avaliagao.

Students should do exercises of Listening, Reading, Speaking and Writing. The focus will be on Speaking
and Listening in class, in debates, and Reading and Writing apart from the class. The majority of
exercises will be of class discussion and debate based on the reading resources and grammar.
Additional written practice will be done as homework. Evaluation will be: 20% participation in class,
20% three written papers; 30% final written test; 30% final oral evaluation.
