Programa de Turma | Class Description

Esta UC pretende criar espacgos de discussdo e analise de espetdculos contemporaneos de diferentes
disciplinas. Procurar-se-a estabelecer um didlogo critico com esses objetos partindo de um conjunto
de preceitos que se consideram indissocidveis da observagao de um espetaculo:

1. a ideia de espectador;

2. as ideias de contexto, autor e arte (leitura de textos que preparam visualizagdo de obras
especificas);

3. o confronto de linguagens e a disciplina da analise e da hermenéutica.

A metodologia de ensino nesta UC prevé uma articulagdo entre uma componente tedrica lecionada
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em aulas expositivas e de debate dos textos de apoio lidos, e uma componente aplicada, constituida
pelo visionamento de espetdculos (semanalmente, ao vivo ou em registo gravado). Os espetdculos
analisados servirdo de suporte a producgao escrita de textos criticos

This course aims to create spaces for discussion and analysis of contemporary performances from
different disciplines. It will seek to establish a critical dialogue with these objects based on a set of
precepts that are considered inseparable from the observation of a spectacle:

1. the idea of the spectator;

2. the ideas of context, author and art;

3. the confrontation of languages and the discipline of analysis and hermeneutics.

The teaching method in this course articulates a theoretical component lectured in expositional and
debate lessons and an applied component, mainly by attending performing arts events. The
performances seen (on weekly basis) will be the target of the writing of critical texts, aiming to
capacitate the student for a personal, structured, and organized reading.

Avaliagao | Grading and Assessment

Avaliacdo continua: assiduidade, participacdo ativa nas aulas (leitura, reflexdo e debate de textos
fundamentais para a drea disciplinar) (15%). Redagdo de trés textos criticos sobre espetaculos (20%
cada) e um texto tedrico sobre um tema (25%).

Continuous assessment: attendance, active participation in class (reading, reflection and discussion of
key texts for the subject area) (15%). Writing three critical texts on shows (20% each) and a theoretical
text on a theme (25%).
