Os alunos explorardo um conjunto de problemas e questdes, a partir de um "corpus" comum de
textos literarios e textos criticos. Ao longo de todo o semestre, as competéncias metodoldgicas dos
alunos serdo desenvolvidas através de exercicios praticos. No final do semestre os alunos deverdo
estar em condicGes de apresentar um projecto estruturado (plano de ensaio), contemplando uma
bibliografia final, que serd aperfeicoado e aprofundado no 22 Semestre na Unidade Curricular
"Seminario" (a versdo escrita do projecto de investigagdo terd lugar no 22 Semestre, 2024/2025, na
UC Seminario de Investigagdo: LAC3.98127).
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Students will explore a range of issues from a common "corpus" of literary and critical texts.
Throughout the semester, students' methodological skills will be developed through practical
exercises. At the end of the semester, students should be able to present a structured project (a
detailed plan of an Essay), including a final bibliography, which will be perfected and deepened in
the 2nd Semester in the Seminar" (the written version of the final essay will only take place in the
2nd Semester, 2024/2025, Seminar/Curricular Internship in Comparative Studies: LAC3.98127).

Avaliacado | Grading and Assessment
