issues such as:

- colonial knowledge and anthropology,

- colonial participation in the construction of identities, e.g. in terms of caste and race,
- law, order, colonial neutrality, and the rationalization of authority,

- the issue of law property,

- missionary efforts and ‘vernacular Christianity’,

- the Hindu and Muslim reform movements,

- British-Indian miscegenation and social responses to this reality,

- the ‘woman’s issue’,
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- language: region and identity

- the development of colonial cities and of a labour class,

- the issue of the development of a colonial bourgeoisie and of a middle class,

- the body: connotations of race and martiality, disease and subalternity,
