Esta unidade curricular visa o estudo do texto como unidade semantica num determinado contexto,
centrando-se nos processos linguisticos subjacentes a sua estrutura e organizagao.

This curricular unit aims at the study of text as a semantic unit in a particular context, focusing on
the linguistic processes behind its structure and organization. Students are invited to analyse
different text types and genres of academic discourse and their intimate relation with the discourse
semantics and lexicogrammatical processes for the organization of information and knowledge.
Based on these, students are also led to produce their own academic texts.

Avaliacdo | Grading and Assessment

A avaliagdo consistird num teste a meio do semestre (30%), num pequeno ensaio expositivo (uma
pagina A4) sobre o contelddo de uma aula tedrica escolhida pelo aluno (25%); e num ensaio analitico
baseado num trabalho de grupo de trés alunos, ou, em alternativa, num teste de natureza analitica no
final do semestre (30%). Serdo igualmente consideradas para efeitos de avaliagdo a assiduidade (5%)
e a participagdo (10%).
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Assessment will consist of a mid-semester test (30%), a small expositive essay (an A4 page) on the
contents of a lecture chosen by the student (25%); and an analytical essay based on group work by
three students, or, alternatively, a test of an analytical nature at the end of the semester (30%).
Attendance (5%) and participation (10%) will also be considered for assessment.
