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Programa de Turma | Class Description

Esta unidade curricular visa dotar os estudantes de conhecimentos que lhes permita compreender
e refletir sobre a paisagem linguistica africana, numa perspetiva diacrénica e sincrdnica. Serao
abordados temas relacionados com (i) a diversidade e a vitalidade linguisticas em contextos
marcadamente multilingues, (ii) o estatuto societal das linguas africanas, (iii) a evolugdo da
classificacdo filogenética das linguas africanas e os métodos utilizados e (iv) aspetos tipoldgico-
linguisticos das linguas africanas, com especial incidéncia na estrutura das linguas do grupo bantu.
No fim da unidade curricular, os estudantes devem (a) ter desenvolvido capacidade critica para
compreender como se estabeleceu o atual panorama linguistico africano e quais sdo as suas
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caracteristicas e desafios e (b) ser capazes de identificar e analisar tracos linguisticos de linguas
africanas trabalhados nas aulas.

This course aims to provide students with knowledge that allows them to understand and reflect on
the African linguistic landscape, from both a diachronic and synchronic perspective. The following
topics will be addressed: (i) linguistic diversity and vitality in multilingual contexts; (ii) the societal
status of African languages; (iii) the evolution of the phylogenetic classification of African languages
and the methods used; (iv) linguistic and typological aspects of African languages, with a special
focus on the structure of the Bantu languages. At the end of the course, students must (a) have
developed critical skills to understand how the current African linguistic landscape has established
itself and what its characteristics and challenges are, and (b) be able to identify and analyze linguistic
features of African languages analyzed during classes.
