A UC de Literatura Comparada visa explorar as principais questdes tedricas e metodoldgicas do
Comparatismo, bem como os principios basicos do estudo comparado da literatura. A UC propde o
questionamento de temas especificos a partir do estudo comparativo de um conjunto significativo
de objectos estéticos e enquadramentos culturais. Procura-se, assim, considerar em que medida a
exploragdo de certos temas (recorrentes em objectos artisticos de diversas épocas e media, e de
variados contextos linguisticos e culturais) permite iluminar criticamente as problematicas
estruturadoras dos principais desafios tedricos que, na actualidade, se colocam a Literatura
Comparada.
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The course of Comparative Literature aims to explore the main theoretical and methodological
issues of Comparatism, as well as the basic principles of the comparative study of literature. The
course proposes the questioning of specific themes based on the comparative study of a significant
set of aesthetic objects and cultural frameworks. The aim is therefore to consider to what extent
the scrutiny of certain themes (recurrent in artistic objects from different eras and media, and from
different linguistic and cultural contexts) allows us to critically illuminate the structuring problems
of the main theoretical challenges that presently are posed to Comparative Literature.
