A disciplina estd concebida para estimular praticas de leitura através do estudo comparatista de
textos pertencentes a modos, meios, lugares e épocas diferentes. O tema unificador este ano sera
a relagdo entre vida humana e suas réplicas, segundo o pensamento, a ciéncia e a arte a concebem.
Além da necessaria familiarizagdo com os textos assinalados no programa, os objectivos da disciplina
consistem na aprendizagem pratica de leitura e, através dela, na progressiva chegada a conclusdes
acerca da natureza do comparatismo literario. Os textos a estudar serdo dos seguintes autores, por
ordem de tratamento: Platdo, Oscar Wilde, Gil Vicente, Vergilio, Agostinho de Hipona, Carlo Collodi,
Ovidio, George Bernard Shaw, Stanistaw Lem e Piotr {liitch Tchaikovsky. Ndo serd necessario
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gualquer conhecimento prévio de Literatura.

The syllabus is conceived so as to stimulate reading practices through the comparative study of texts
belonging to different modes, means, places and eras. This year's unifying topic will be the
relationship between human life and its replicas, as thought, science and art conceive it. Apart from
the need to become familiar with the texts mentioned in the program, the syllabus' objectives
include learning about practical critical reading and, through it, arriving progressively at conclusions
about the nature of literary comparatism. The texts to be studied will be by the following authors,
in sequential order of treatment: Plato, Oscar Wilde, Gil Vicente, Vergil, Augustine of Hippo, Carlo
Collodi, Ovid, George Bernard Shaw, Stanistaw Lem and Piotr fliitch Tchaikovsky. No previous
knowledge of Literature is required.
