Programa de Turma | Class Description

Esta disciplina procura oferecer uma panoramica da literatura dos EUA nos séculos XVIII-XIX por via
da exploragdo dos contextos literarios, historicos e culturais de Adventures of Huckleberry Finn de
Mark Twain. Para além de uma andlise profunda e abrangente do romance (incluindo leitura atenta
de passagens selecionadas), prosseguiremos leituras complementares de Mary Rowlandson,
Frederick Douglass, Emerson, Thoreau, Melivlle, Margaret Fuller e outros autores relevantes para
uma compreensao global da literatura deste periodo nos EUA. As aulas de meio do semestre e finais
debrucgar-se-3o sobre poesia, e o impacto de inovagdo de Edgar Allan Poe, Walt Whitman e Emily
Dickinson.
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Espera-se que os alunos participem em debates e apresentac¢des orais e produzam analises textuais
e comentdrios critico-criativos as questdes estilistico-ideoldgicas colocadas pelos textos e seus
contextos.

This course attempts to give an overview of early and 19th C American literature by exploring the
literary, cultural, and historical contexts Mark Twain's Adventures of Huckleberry Finn. The primary
focus will be on an in-depth analysis of the novel (with close-reading of selected passages),
complemented by readings from Mary Rowlandson, Frederick Douglass, Emerson, Thoreau,
Melville, Margaret Fuller and other relevant authors to provide a comprehensive understanding of
the period and its literature. The middle and final classes will be devoted to poetry and the startling
innovations of Edgar Allan Poe, Walt Whitman and Emily Dickinson.

Students are expected to participate in class debates and presentations, and produce textual
analysis, criticism, and creative responses to stylistic-ideological issues raised by the (con)texts.
