Programa de Turma | Class Description

No cinquentenario do assassinato de Pier Paolo Pasolini, este curso examinara algumas obras
marcantes do autor. A analise do romance Vadios e de alguns filmes, entre os quais Accattone,
Mamma Roma, O Evangelho segundo Sdo Mateus e Medeia, sera combinada com o estudo de alguns
poemas e ensaios do autor. Tentar-se-4 compreender a critica radical de Pasolini a sociedade
contemporanea e a sua conexdo com o tema da mudanga, que atravessa a obra do autor. Outros
assuntos fundamentais que serdo debatidos incluem a representagao do subproletariado romano,
o conflito entre instinto e razao, a experimentagdo linguistica e a relagdo entre pintura e cinema. A
questdo da adaptagdo sera também examinada através do estudo da famosa transposicao
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cinematografica do Decameron de Boccaccio realizada por Pasolini. O curso sera leccionado em
portugués. Todas as obras estdo disponiveis em tradugao.

On the fiftieth anniversary of the assassination of Pier Paolo Pasolini, this course will examine some
of the author’s notable works. We will discuss the novel The Street Kids and films such as Accattone,
Mamma Roma, The Gospel According to St. Matthew, and Medea, as well as a selection of poems
and essays. We will attempt to understand Pasolini’s radical critique of contemporary society and
its connection to the theme of change, which is eminently present throughout his work. Other
seminal questions to be discussed include the representation of the Roman subproletariat, the
conflict between instinct and reason, linguistic experimentation, and the relationship between
painting and cinema. We will also reflect on the question of adaptation by analyzing Pasolini's
famous cinematic transposition of Boccaccio's Decameron. The course will be taught in Portuguese.
All course materials are available in translation.

Avaliag¢do | Grading and Assessment

A classificacdo final corresponde a média das notas obtidas em dois exames escritos a realizar na aula.
Os exames avaliam a familiaridade dos alunos com os textos e os temas estudados, bem como as suas
capacidades criticas, através de comentarios, comparacgdes e exercicios de close reading.

The final grade is an average between the grades obtained in two in-class exams. Exams are intended
to assess students’ familiarity with the texts and the themes studied during the semester, as well as
their critical engagement with them through commentaries, comparisons, and close-reading exercises.
