Os objectivos desta UC sdo: 1) oferecer uma introducao a historia, cultura e literatura irlandesas; 2)
introduzir os debates identitarios em curso nos Estudos Irlandeses, no que toca a interac¢do entre
desenvolvimentos politicos e manifestagdes culturais na histéria da Irlanda; e 3) desenvolver a
capacidade de os estudantes reflectirem informada e criticamente sobre textos literdrios no seu
contexto histérico, ao mesmo tempo que se familiarizam com a rica heranga cultural e literaria da
Irlanda e com os debates éticos e estéticos que a percorrem.

This curricular unit aims to: 1) offer an introduction to Irish history, culture, and literature; 2)
introduce the ongoing identity debates within Irish Studies, as they reflect the close interaction
between political developments and cultural manifestations in Irish history; and 3) foster students’
informed ability to think critically about literary texts within their respective historical framework,
while providing an insight into Ireland’s rich cultural and literary heritage, and to the ethical and
aesthetic dialogues that shape it.

Avaliagao | Grading and Assessment

As metodologias utilizadas visam facilitar a aquisi¢ao de conhecimentos e desenvolver as competéncias
criticas e reflexivas dos estudantes com vista a promover uma cidadania informada. O ensino de
conteudos histéricos e culturais é acompanhado pela andlise de textos e outros materiais (como
documentarios e filmes); a abordagem de obras literarias e de como elas dialogam com os respectivos
contextos visa desenvolver a capacidade de os estudantes se envolverem imaginativamente com elas,
de considerarem as opgoes estéticas que as enformam e o seu impacto na experiéncia de leitura e de
reflectirem critica e informadamente sobre as questdes nelas suscitadas.

A avaliagdo continua consiste em: teste escrito 1 (40%); teste escrito 2 (40%); participacdo em aula
(incluindo breve apresentagao oral sobre um determinado tdpico): 20%.

The methodologies used aim to facilitate students’ knowledge acquisition while fostering the
development of critical skills that may contribute to an informed citizenship. The teaching of historical
and cultural contents is accompanied by the analysis of texts and other materials (e.g. documentaries,
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films); the approach to literary texts and to how they address their respective contexts seeks to develop
students’ ability to engage imaginatively with them, to appreciate the aesthetic options that shape
them and how they affect the reading experience, and to think critically and in an informed manner
about the issues they raise.

Continuous assessment consists in: written test 1: 40%; written test 2: 40%; class participation
(including short oral presentation on a given topic): 20%.
