O que aconteceu em Troia? As muitas tradi¢cGes da Saga de Troia, desde o

Ciclo Epico até Pindaro.

Ao explorar as vdrias tradigdes da Saga de Troia, esta cadeira aborda algumas das
principais obras da literatura grega arcaica. A primeira parte examina os poemas do
chamado ciclo épico e a sua relagdo com os poemas homéricos. A segunda parte
centra-se na rece¢ao de Homero e do ciclo épico pelos principais poetas da Grécia
Arcaica, cada um dos quais se apropriou de tradi¢des anteriores para definir a sua
prépria conce¢do de autonomia poética e de autoria.
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Programa e textos:

1. Homero e o ciclo épico

a. TradigBes orais sobre a tomada de Troia e a “questdo homérica”

b. A conquista de Troia segundo Homero: a lliada e a Odisseia (com destaque
para personagens especificas, em particular Ulisses, Ajax o Grande, Ajax
filho de lleu, Agamémnon, Helena)

c. Histdrias alternativas de Troia: os poetas do ciclo épico

d. As referéncias de Homero ao ciclo épico

2. “Recepgdes” de Homero e do ciclo épico pelos poetas gregos arcaicos: novas
concepgdes de autoria e autonomia poética

a. Os deuses de Homero e Hesiodo segundo Xendfanes (Frr. 8 e 11 D.-K.)

b. Helena em Safo (Fr. 16 L.P.) e em Estésicoro (192 P.-Dav.)

c. A critica de Pindaro a Homero (Pyth. 3 e Nem. 7)

What happened in Troy? The many traditions of the Trojan Saga from the Epic

Cycle to Pindar.

In exploring the various traditions of the Trojan Saga, this course touches on some of
the major works of Archaic Greek literature. The first part examines the poems of the
so-called epic cycle and their relationship to the Homeric poems. The second part
focuses on the reception of Homer and the epic cycle by key Archaic Greek poets,
each of whom appropriated earlier traditions in order to define their own conception
of poetic autonomy and authorship.

Programme and texts:

1. Homer and the epic cycle

a. Oral traditions of the capture of Troy and the "Homeric question”

b. The capture of Troy according to Homer: the lliad and the Odyssey (focusing

on specific characters, in particular Odysseus, the two Ajaxes, Agamemnon,

Helen)

c. Alternative stories of Troy: the poets of the epic cycle

d. Homer's references to the epic cycle.

2. "Receptions" of Homer and the epic cycle by archaic Greek poets: new
conceptions of authorship and poetic autonomy

a. The gods of Homer and Hesiod according to Xenophanes (Frr. 8 and 11 D.-

K.)

b. Helen in Sappho (Fr. 16 L.P.) and Stesichorus (192 P.-Dav.)

c. Pindar's criticism of Homer (Pyth. 3 and Nem. 7)

Avaliagao | Grading and Assessment
