Programa de Turma | Class Description

O objectivo desta UC é fornecer aos estudantes um panorama geral da producao literaria grega dos
séculos Il - V d.C. Iremos considerar o desenvolvimento da ficgdo narrativa durante este periodo;
tentaremos tragar as origens do romance grego em diferentes géneros literdrios e a posterior
influéncia do romance no género mais tradicional da epopeia; examinaremos o relacionamento dos
textos com os seus ambientes historicos e culturais especificos, incluindo a ascensdo do cristianismo.
A UC fara uso das metodologias e teorias geralmente aplicadas a estes textos na bibliografia
moderna (narratologia; estudos do género; teoria pds-colonial).
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Textos: Luciano de Samdsata, Uma histdria veridica; Cariton, Quéreas e Calirroe; Longo, Dafnis e
Cloe; Aquiles Tacio, Leucipe e Clitofonte; O romance de Alexandre; A histéria de Apoldnio, rei de
Tiro; Nono de Pandpolis, As Dionisiacas; Museu, Hero e Leandro; Coluto, O rapto de Helena; Os Actos
Apdcrifos de Paulo e Tecla; Os Actos Apdcrifos de André; Os Actos Apdcrifos de Jodo.

The aim of this course is to provide students with an overview of Greek literary production from the
2nd to the 5th centuries A.D. We will examine the development of narrative fiction during this
period; we will attempt to trace the origins of the Greek novel in different literary genres and the
novel's later influence on the more traditional genre of the epic; we will examine the relationship of
texts to their specific historical and cultural environments, including the rise of Christianity. The
course will make use of the methodologies and theories generally applied to these texts in modern
literature (narratology; gender studies; postcolonial theory).

Texts: Lucian of Samosata, A True Story; Chariton, Chaereas and Callirroe; Longus, Daphnis and
Chloe; Achilles Tatius, Leucippe and Clitophon; the Alexander Romance; the Story of Apollonius king
of Tyre; Nonnus of Panopolis, Dionysiaca; Musaeus, Hero and Leander; Colluthus, Abduction of
Helen; the Apocryphal Acts of Paul and Thecla; the Apocryphal Acts of Andrew; the Apocryphal Acts
of John.

Avaliacao | Grading and Assessment
