Apesar de o conceito de bestidrio apontar para uma tradigdo cultural e artistica antiquissima, a sua
reconfiguracdo literaria em tempos modernos e contemporaneos reveste-se de aspectos muito
proprios que parecem atravessar de modos similares varios sistemas nacionais.

THE MODERN BESTIARY

Although the concept of "bestiary" points to a very ancient cultural and artistic tradition, its literary
reconfiguration in modern and contemporary times has particular aspects that seem to cross several
national systems similarly. The syllabus will try to give an account of some elements of this
transversality, based on a detailed reading of some key works of poetry and fiction in Portuguese,
in conjunction and confrontation with texts from other literatures (German, French, Italian, or
English).
