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Programa de Turma | Class Description

Com a presente UC pretende-se apresentar aos alunos, de forma panoramica, os pilares critico-
tedricos, mas também politicos — como, por exemplo, a critica ao eurocentrismo — que amparam os
chamados Estudos Pds-coloniais, tendo também em consideragao os seus desenvolvimentos ao
longo das ultimas décadas, assim como as interlocugdes possiveis com os Estudos Decoloniais e os
Estudos Subalternos. A partir dessa panoramica, de natureza principalmente tedrica, serdo
analisados trés romances contemporaneos, provenientes de diferentes geografias atlanticas que,
através de multiplas estratégias narrativas, interrogam a contemporaneidade pds-imperial a luz da
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persisténcia da légica colonial — isto é, da colonialidade do poder. Para tanto, o curso sera
organizado em dois mddulos: 1) no primeiro serdo apresentadas e discutidas, de forma breve,
questdes tedricas sobre a literatura comparada, assim como serdao abordadas questdes sobre as
teorias poés coloniais (Achille Mbembe, Anibal Quijano, Gayatri Chakravorty Spivak e Stuart Hall),
também nos espacos de lingua portuguesa (Ana Mafalda Leite, Eduardo Lourenco e Inocéncia Mata);
2) o segundo mddulo sera dedicado ao estudo de trés romances, Half of a Yellow Sun/ Meio sol
amarelo (2006), de Chimamanda Ngozi Adichie, Ghana must go/ A beleza das coisas frageis (2013),
de Taiye Selasi, e Maremoto, de Djaimilia Pereira de Almeida, segundo perspectivas que tematizam:
no plano coletivo, a fragmentagdo comunitaria causada por conflitos de natureza pds-imperial; no
plano individual, a condigdo migrante, os deslocamentos, exilios e didsporas.

The aim of this course is to provide students with a comprehensive overview of the critical-
theoretical and political foundations—such as the critique of Eurocentrism—that underpin the field
of Postcolonial Studies. This will encompass their evolution over recent decades and explore
possible intersections with Decolonial Studies and Subaltern Studies. Building on this primarily
theoretical framework, the course will analyse three contemporary novels from different Atlantic
regions. These novels employ a variety of narrative strategies to interrogate post-imperial
contemporaneity, particularly in relation to the enduring colonial logic, or the coloniality of power.
To this end, the course will be organised into two modules: 1. The first module will briefly present
and discuss theoretical questions pertaining to comparative literature, as well as post-colonial
theories, with a focus on key thinkers such as Achille Mbembe, Anibal Quijano, Gayatri Chakravorty
Spivak, and Stuart Hall. This module will also address post-colonial discourse within Portuguese-
speaking contexts, examining contributions from Ana Mafalda Leite, Eduardo Lourengo, and
Inocéncia Mata; 2. The second module will be dedicated to the study of three novels: Half of a Yellow
Sun (2006) by Chimamanda Ngozi Adichie, Ghana Must Go (2013) by Taiye Selasi, and Maremoto by
Djaimilia Pereira de Almeida. These texts will be analysed through the themes they explore: at the
collective level, the fragmentation of communities caused by post-imperial conflicts; and at the
individual level, the experiences of migrants, including displacement, exile, and diaspora.

Avaliacao | Grading and Assessment

Por se tratar de uma UC da Licenciatura, as aulas serdo tedrico-praticas e tenderdo a ser expositivas,
mas de forma a incentivar o debate. Isto é, exigir-se-a participagdo continua dos alunos nas aulas:
haverd um calendario dos textos indicados como leitura obrigatdria que serdo discutidos nas aulas para
o que cada aluno tera de preparar uma intervencao individual (ou em grupo, consoante o tamanho da
turma) para uma apresenta¢do de 10-15 minutos. Esse exercicio, de iniciacdo cientifica, destina-se ao
desenvolvimento da capacidade de investigacdo e (contra)argumentacdo. Neste contexto, a avaliagdo
sera feita de forma continua, de acordo com o Regulamento Geral de Avaliacdo da Faculdade de Letras
da ULisboa e far-se-a com base nos seguintes elementos:

Participacdo continua nas aulas (oral) e trabalhos baseados nos contetdos de cada um dos mddulos —
30%; 2. Uma prova escrita (em data a acordar) — 70%.
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As this is a degree course, the lectures will be both theoretical and practical, predominantly expository
in nature but designed to foster debate. In other words, students will be expected to participate
actively in class on an ongoing basis. There will be a schedule of texts designated as required reading,
which will be discussed in class. Each student will be required to prepare an individual or group
presentation (depending on class size) lasting 10-15 minutes. This exercise, an introduction to
academic research, aims to develop skills in research and (counter)argumentation.

Assessment will be continuous, in accordance with the General Assessment Regulations of the Faculty
of Arts and Humanities of ULisboa, and will be based on the following elements:

a) Continuous participation in classes (oral) and assignments based on the content of each module —
30 per cent;
b) A written examination (on a date to be agreed) — 70 per cent.
