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Programa de Turma | Class Description

E objetivo desta unidade curricular refletir sobre espacos geogréficos nos quais coexistem duas
ou mais linguas, analisando as relagdes diacrdnicas e sincrénicas entre elas do ponto de vista
linguistico, politico, social, econémico e cultural. Aprofundam-se, em particular, questées
relacionadas com multilinguismo/bilinguismo individual e coletivo, a relagdo multidimensional
entre linguas dominantes e linguas minoritarias e planeamento linguistico.

No fim da unidade curricular, os alunos deverdo ter desenvolvido capacidade critica para
compreender como as diferentes dimensdes do multilinguismo interagem com a diversidade
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linguistica nas comunidades de fala e que tipo de politicas de lingua podem proporcionar o
aumento da esfera de influéncia das linguas tanto a nivel regional como global ou a sua
manutencgdo e revitalizagdo em contextos de ambito mais fechado.

It is the aim of this course to reflect on geographical spaces characterised by the coexistence of
multiple languages, analysing the diachronic and synchronic relations between them from a
linguistic, political, social, economic and cultural point of view. It focuses, in particular, on issues
related with individual and collective multilingualism/bilingualism, the multidimensional relation
between dominant languages and minority languages, the effects of language contact, and
language planning.

By the end of the course, the students will have developed the critical capacity to understand
how the various dimensions of multilingualism interact with language diversity in the speech
communities and what kinds of language policies may enhance the sphere of influence of
languages, regionally as well as globally, oor their maintenance and revitalisation in narrower
contexts.
