Esta unidade curricular visa explorar questdes como: o que é a literatura, como é lida e interpretada,
como é a sua relagdo com o mundo contemporaneo?

Procurar-se-a compreender em que medida a literatura representa a experiéncia humana e o que
Ihe confere especificidade. Além da leitura de textos literdrios, disponibilizados ao longo do
semestre na plataforma Moodle, serdo abordados textos de critica literaria relevantes na tradicao
ocidental. Serdao também problematizados conceitos amplamente discutidos, como autoria e
identidade; facto e ficgdo; personagem e narrador; mimesis e originalidade; género e periodo
literario, heteronimia e pseudonimia, citagdo e parafrase, entre outros.
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This course aims to explore questions such as: what is literature, how to read and interpret it, what
is its relationship with the contemporary world?

It will seek to understand to what extent literature represents human experience and what gives it
its specificity. In addition to reading literary texts, which will be made available throughout the
semester on the Moodle platform, relevant texts of literary criticism in the Western tradition will be
discussed. Widely discussed concepts will also be problematised, such as authorship and identity;
fact and fiction; character and narrator; mimesis and originality; genre and literary period,
heteronymy and pseudonymy, quotation and paraphrase, among others.

Avaliag¢do | Grading and Assessment

A UC funciona em regime de avaliacdo continua, de acordo com o Regulamento de Avaliagdo dos
Estudantes da FLUL. A classificagdo final é calculada a partir de trés elementos de avaliagdo: (a) dois
testes escritos a realizar na aula (80%) e (b) participacdo activa nas aulas, incluindo o envolvimento na
discussao critica das leituras efectuadas (20%). Os testes sdo obrigatorios e ndo tém segunda chamada.

The course is based on continuous assessment, following FLUL's Student Assessment Regulations. The
final grade is calculated based on three assessment elements: (a) two written tests to be taken in class
(80%) and (b) active participation in class, including involvement in the critical discussion of the
readings (20%).
