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Programa de Turma | Class Description

O programa divide-se em trés instantes, norteados por um exercicio comum, a close reading.
Comegaremos por ler em detalhe textos poéticos, provenientes de espagos e tempos distintos — de
Shakespeare a Baudelaire, de Eliot a Pessoa, de Rimbaud a Cernuda, de Kavafys a Montale, de Dante
a Sena, de Dylan [Thomas] a [Bob] Dylan, et al, que configuram especulagdes emocionais singulares
através da palavra, e expansGes estéticas no encontro com antecedentes poéticos fortes, com a
filosofia, a arte e o cinema. Leremos, em seguida, igualmente em detalhe, Moby-Dick, para uma
meditagdo sobre a dimensdao maneirista do romance. Concluiremos com a andlise de dois textos
dramaticos, Hamlet e Rosencrantz and Guildenstern are Dead, para uma observacao das
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modelagdes tragicas em circunstancias histéricas distintas. No seu conjunto, estas leituras permitir-
nos-ao reflectir sobre conceitos como autor, canone, écfrase, mascara, alteridade, inspiragao,
intertextualidade, género literario, parddia, ou... literatura.

The program is divided into three moments, guided by a common practice: close reading. We'll start
by reading poetic texts in detail, from different places and times - from Shakespeare to Baudelaire,
from Eliot to Pessoa, from Rimbaud to Cernuda, from Kavafys to Montale, from Dante to Sena, from
Dylan [Thomas] to [Bob] Dylan, et al - which configure unique emotional speculations through
words, and aesthetic expansions in the encounter with strong poetic antecedents, philosophy, art
and cinema. We will then read Moby-Dick in detail for a meditation on the mannerist dimension of
the novel. We will conclude with an analysis of two dramatic texts, Hamlet and Rosencrantz and
Guildenstern are Dead, for an observation of tragic modeling in different historical circumstances.
Taken together, these readings will allow us to reflect on concepts such as author, canon, ekphrasis,
mask, alterity, inspiration, intertextuality, literary genre, parody, or... literature.
