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Programa de Turma | Class Description

Neste curso, abordaremos o estudo das culturas através da analise de um tema crucial: a relagdo
entre cultura e classes subalternas. Como reagiram filésofos e artistas a crescente proeminéncia das
classes pobres como sujeitos politicos ao longo do século XIX? Como é que escritores e cineastas
reproduziram a linguagem e expressaram a visao do mundo dos grupos subalternos? E como
descreveram o comportamento das massas e retrataram protestos e revolugdes? Este curso tentara
responder a estas e outras questdes através da analise de uma ampla variedade de produgées
culturais. A leitura de textos seminais de Marx, Nietzsche e Gramsci sera acompanhada pelo estudo
de pinturas, contos e filmes dos ultimos dois séculos.
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In this course, we will approach the study of cultures through the analysis of a crucial topic: the
relationship between culture and subordinate classes. How did philosophers and artists react to the
growing prominence of the working classes as political subjects throughout the nineteenth century?
How have writers and filmmakers reproduced the language and expressed the worldview of
subaltern groups? How have they portrayed protests, riots, and revolutions? The course will attempt
to answer these and other questions through the analysis of a wide variety of cultural productions.
The reading of seminal works by Marx, Nietzsche, and Gramsci will be paired with the study of
paintings, novels, short stories, and movies from the past two centuries.

A classificacdo final corresponde a média das notas obtidas em dois exames escritos a realizar na aula.
Os exames avaliam a familiaridade dos alunos com os textos e os temas estudados, bem como as suas
capacidades criticas, através de comentarios, comparacdes e exercicios de close reading.

The final grade is an average between the grades obtained in two in-class exams. Exams are intended
to assess students’ knowledge of the texts and the themes studied during the semester, as well as their
critical engagement with them through commentaries, comparisons, and close-reading exercises.
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
