A partir destes nucleos serdo integradas questdes de ordem estética bem como outras expressoes
artisticas, como a pintura ou a musica, que permitam compreender o didlogo interartes que o
projecto romantico configura.

The unit’s program is structured around following Issues:

. The perception of nature

. Love and gender relations in Romanticism

. Conception(s) of art and the artist.

From and around these issues other aesthetic languages will be integrated, such as painting and
music. This transdisciplinary approach will allow students to apprehend the inter-artistic dialogue,
which underlies the romantic project.
