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Programa de Turma | Class Description

Esta unidade curricular constitui uma introdugdo ao estudo do significado que depende do uso da
linguagem. Pretende-se que os estudantes se familiarizem com o papel do contexto na
interpretagdo de enunciados verbais, com a caraterizagdo dos componentes contextuais relevantes
para a comunicagdo verbal humana e com a analise rigorosa das principais areas da lingua cuja
interpretagdo depende do contexto. Os contelddos programaticos incluem, além de aspetos
introdutdrios, a analise de processos de dedugdo de informagao implicita, com foco nas implicaturas
conversacionais e pressuposi¢cdo, principios gerais operativos na comunicagdo humana e a
computagao de implicaturas, elementos linguisticos indutores de informagao pressuposta e a sua
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relacdo com a fluéncia do discurso; contexto e interpretacao de unidades linguisticas, com foco no
sistema da referéncia nominal, no sistema da modalidade e no sistema do modo em portugués.

This UC constitutes an introduction to the study of meaning that depends on the use of language. It
is intended that students become familiar with the role of context in the interpretation of verbal
utterances, with the characterization of contextual components relevant to human verbal
communication and with the rigorous analysis of the main areas of language whose interpretation
is context dependent. The syllabus includes, in addition to introductory aspects, the analysis of the
processes involved on the deduction of implicit information, focusing on conversational implicatures
and presupposition, general operative principles in human communication and the computation of
implicatures, linguistic elements inducing presupposed information and their relationship with the
flow of discourse; context and interpretation of linguistic units, focusing on the nominal reference
system, the modality system and the mood system in Portuguese.
