A Unidade Curricular pressupde o contacto com uma variedade de problemas relacionados com a
redaccao de textos e a producgdo de argumentos. O trabalho em aula implica uma forte componente
pratica, cujo principal objectivo é melhorar o desempenho dos alunos nessas actividades em
especifico e noutras conexas, e pretende tornar reconheciveis os factores que determinam a eficacia
de tais actividades, ampliar as opg¢oes lexicais, as estratégias enunciativas e os recursos retdricos ao
dispor de cada um e estimular a exigéncia e a autocritica no que concerne a produgao de discurso.
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This course allows students to get in touch with a variety of problems concerning the writing of a
text and the production of an argument. A great deal of the work in class is practical, aiming mainly
to improve the way students write and argue, and is meant to make clear what grants those activities
efficiency, to increase the lexical choices, speech strategies and rhetorical resources available to
each student, and to encourage self-criticism regarding speech production.

Avaliacdo | Grading and Assessment

A avaliacdo é continua e contempla 2 testes presenciais, de igual ponderacdo (30% cada), a
participacdo num debate de grupo (30%) e a participacdo activa nas discussoes, andlises e exercicios
realizados em aula (10%).

Student performance is assessed on a continuous basis, and it entails 2 written tests (30% each), a
group debate (30%) and the active participation in discussions, analysis and exercises performed in
class (10%).
