Programa de Turma | Class Description

Esta UC constitui uma introdugdo ao estudo do significado nas linguas naturais, com énfase no
portugués. Pretende-se que os estudantes se familiarizem com a andlise do significado
composicional ao nivel da frase. Procurar-se-a desenvolver a capacidade de analisar dados
linguisticos, descrevendo-os com metalinguagem adequada. Os contelidos programaticos incluem,
além de aspetos introdutdrios: (i) semantica nominal, com destaque para a arquitetura sintatico-
semantica do sintagma nominal, a modificagdo, a determinagdo, a quantificagdo e a relevancia de
fatores externos na interpretacdo das construgdes nominais; (ii) sistema da negagdo, com foco na
negacdo frasica e de constituintes, na concordancia negativa e em construgdes especiais de
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negacao; (iii) sistema do tempo, com destaque para as principais relagdes de natureza temporal, a
marcacgao de valores de “Aktionsart” e a expressao de valores temporais através da flexao verbal.

This course provides an introduction to the study of meaning in natural languages, with an emphasis
on Portuguese. Besides the introductory and general aspects of natural language semantics, the
course syllabus focuses on some of the major semantic systems of Portuguese, as those centrally
involved in nominal constructions (nominal reference, determination, quantification, modification),
negation, tense and aspect (including Aktionsart, and verbal tenses). Students are expected to
identify the key components of meaning at the sentence level, to understand how compositionality
works, when constituents are combined, and to develop the ability to analyse linguistic data and to
describe relevant contrasts with adequate metalinguistic tools.
