The main objective of this UC is to familiarize students with the main theories of Cultural Studies
and their articulation with different social realities, as well as contextualize the interaction of
different performative practices within the panorama of major Western theories about culture. The
program will attempt to focus on issues such as audience, accessibility, cultural capital, canon and
popular culture, as well as how these relate to the reality of cultural consumption practices in
Portugal. Students are expected to develop a critical view of the production and consumption
practices of performing arts in Portugal, without forgetting a global perspective, articulating the
concepts studied.
