Programa de Turma | Class Description

Com enfoque em expressdes plasticas do final do século XX e século XXI, esta unidade curricular visa
1) desenvolver o pensamento critico e a capacidade analitica dos estudantes, fornecendo-lhes
instrumentos conceptuais e metodoldgicos que servirdo de base a analise e contextualizagdao de
expressGes pldsticas: pintura, escultura, desenho, fotografia, instalacdo, e performance; 2)
questionar a forma como os artistas desafiam convengdes, categorias, estruturas de poder, normas
e histéria de diferentes movimentos artisticos; 3) investigar a intersec¢ao entre as artes plasticas
contemporaneas e questdes sociais e politicas; 4) explorar produgGes artisticas, praticas curatoriais
e espacos do museu inovadores.
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With an emphasis on late 20th century to 21st century art, this programme aims to 1) develop
students’ critical thinking and analytical skills through an introduction to different interpretive
frameworks and theories that will be used to analyse and contextualise a range of media including
painting, sculpture, drawing, photography, installation, and performance 2) examine how artists
challenge conventions, categories, power, norms and histories of various artistic movements across
a global geography; 3) investigate the ways in which contemporary artistic practices intersect with
social and political matters; 4) explore innovations in artistic production, curatorial practices and
museum spaces.

Avaliag¢do | Grading and Assessment

E seguido o modelo de avaliacdo continua, pelo que os alunos deverdo ser assiduos, participar nas
aulas e ler os textos tedricos antecipadamente, de acordo com a planificacdo das aulas.

Critérios de avaliagao:

Presenca e participacdo que revele pensamento critico sobre os textos tedricos constantes da
bibliografia (25%); primeiro teste presencial (35%); segundo teste presencial OU trabalho de
investigacdo a ser apresentado e discutido em aula (40%).

Entrega de trabalhos:
A entrega de qualquer trabalho depois do prazo serd aceite apenas mediante a apresentacao
antecipada de uma justificagdo médica, que deverd ser acompanhada de um documento oficial.

This course follows a continuous assessment model. Students are expected to maintain regular
attendance, contribute to in-class discussions and activities, complete all assignments and come to
class prepared to discuss the reading material(s) scheduled for that day.

The assessment criteria are as follows:

Attendance and participation in class discussions that reflects critical thinking and an understanding of
the assigned reading (25%); First Written Test (35%); Second Written Test OR Research Project to be
presented and discussed in class (40%).

Since this course will be taught in English and assessment will also be in English, students are
expected to have a good command of English (at least English B2.2 level).
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
